HIGHLIGHTS
Baryons created a two‐part solution to serve the need ‐An access controlled web based business rules definition system was developed to allow end users to configure the rules for processing their messages. This included a UI component in PHP for setting up rules in the Java Fiorina component. An incoming rule engine was developed in Java that consisted of the MO SMS and DLR rule engine, a rule engine logger, a retrial mechanism for web services invocation, user authentication, HTTPS server authentication, web services echo handling, and downstream actions on the incoming messages (i.e. forward MO SMS as email, or invoke downstream web service for creating MT messages). The minimum performance requirement for the rule engine was 50,000 messages per minute, which was exceeded by the Baryons’ solution.
The client is a leading provider of Value Added Services for Mobiles in India. The need was to create a high performance rule based engine for processing incoming MO and DLR messages from end customers (telecom companies, advertisers etc), and take different downstream actions based on the type of message. Each incoming SMS needed to be processed (parsed) and result in an email notification, static auto response or an MT message to the intended recipient. The system is purported to be used by telecom companies and large advertisers, who could independently configure business rules for processing their messages via a web interface. Each end user has a virtual number that is used to originate messages via 3rd party bulk messaging systems.
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
